The Cathie Ault Kasch Student Choreography Project (CKSCP) will include both a lunchtime concert and feedback session for choreographers. The project is designed to encourage leadership, creativity and collaboration for TAD student members.  Saturday’s lunchtime concert provides a performing outlet to support their choreographic work. The feedback session is designed to give choreographer’s objective, supportive input on their work and direction to hone their abilities.  Small monetary awards will be given to those placing 1st, 2nd and 3rd as adjudicated on the Saturday concert.

Guidelines:

1. Works must be choreographed in full by students. Works may be by a single student choreographer or may be a collaboration among a group of students.

2. Any TAD student member age 16-22 is eligible to enter a work for adjudication to be performed. All choreographers and dancers in the work must be registered for the Conference and be student members of TAD. Registration must be complete at time of application.

3. Works must be 2-5 minutes in length. No works over or under limit will be adjudicated. Solo works are not encouraged.

4. The written component, Choreographer’s Statement, which outlines the choreographic purpose and process must be included in the application.

5. All applications and materials are due by September 25, 2010. Student choreographers must submit their work in either a DVD or VHS format. Clearly label your entry with the title of the work only—NOT the choreographer’s name. Please do not send original DVDs or VHS as these may not be returned. All choreographers will receive notification of acceptance or denial with two weeks

6. All applicants must be available for one of the Student Choreography spacing rehearsals: Friday, Oct 15, 7:00 - 9:00 p.m. OR  Saturday, Oct 16, 7:30 – 8:15 a.m.  

7. Each work will be allotted a 10-minute spacing rehearsal only.
8. Entries will be judged for placement on the Saturday concert by an independent panel on the basis of content, use of choreographic forms, appropriate use of music & costuming, visual and aesthetic interest, and creative use of dancers. Small monetary awards will be given to those placing 1st, 2nd and 3rd as determined by two guest master faculty who will view the Saturday concert.

9. Choreographers whose works are chosen to perform should sign up for the CKSC Project Feedback session Saturday at 2:00 p.m.  The session is also open to paid observers.

9. Failure to follow guidelines will result in elimination from this year’s Student Choreography Concert.
